A thriving economy along the Corridor offers access to 

varied shopping and services, as well as to business and 

employment opportunities that help families achieve 

economic success.  There is minimal economic and 

construction disruption, and involuntary displacement of 

businesses, during the project.  As new development 

comes, it brings opportunities for business investment, 

career-building and long-term employment.

Land use policies in the 

Corridor are national 

examples. Multi-modal 

infrastructure and 

programs are identified or 

in place. Place-making 

projects and planning are 

underway.

People enjoy convenient access to welcoming places to live, 

shop, work and visit.  Opportunities for education, recreation, 

health and employment are maximized for current residents and 

businesses.

Workable and inviting connections enable people to 

travel by transit, bicycle or on foot.
